§   In making this application for enlistment I understand that the cost of my uniform and equipment can exceed $1,000, and that I have 18 months to acquire these items.  Uniforms and equipment will be lent by the company whenever possible until such time as recruits can acquire their own.  

§   Applicants under the age of 16 must obtain the signature of a parent or legal guardian, and be accompanied by a parent or legal guardian to all events.

§   Applicants must agree to abide by the terms and rules of this reenactor unit (see rules form), and to comply with all reasonable instructions necessary to maintain unit discipline and safety. 

§   Participants are expected to conduct themselves at all times in a manner that will bring honor to the unit, improve unit cohesion and in no way bring into disrepute the soldiers we portray.  This includes, but is not limited to, a prohibition on statements of a prejudicial, offensive or inflammatory nature while at events.

§   Safety is the top consideration at all reenactor events!
