Rules and Regulations for Members of the

22nd N.C. Regiment, Company B (CSA)
3rd N.C. Mounted Infantry (USA)

1.  All recruits must fill out an application, indicating therein any medical conditions.  They must sign the application, thereby indicating their consent to these rules and regulations. Individuals under the age of 16 may be members with the written permission of a parent or guardian.  Women are allowed to serve in the ranks if disguised as a male soldier.  We welcome persons of any race, ethnic group, age or religion.  Our company is an equal opportunity unit.

2.  A member can be censured and disciplined, up to and including dismissal, by the unit command structure for misconduct of any sort. Misconduct being defined as, but not limited to, violent or threatening acts, obscene language or gestures, excessive alcohol consumption leading to obnoxious behavior, theft of or damage to property of others, and safety violations. We will conduct ourselves as Southern soldiers and gentlemen at all times, both toward members and non-members.  Proper respect will be paid to the U.S. flag and the Confederate flag.  We are living historians portraying events in U.S. history, not refighting the War Between the States.

3.  You must be willing to portray a Union impression at some events.  This is only fair, because it is important to portray both sides of the conflict to educate the public about our nation's history.  Bear in mind that the men known as "Kirk's Raiders" were also from the Tarheel State.

4.  To be eligible to vote on unit business you must attend 50% of unit drills and events.  

5.  You must obey all lawful orders given by the unit's officers and NCOs.

6.  All matters pertaining to this company should be kept within the 22nd N.C. / 3rd NCMI unless released by the unit's Public Affairs Officer.

7.  All promotions are on an as-needed basis only.  Officers (Captain, 1st Lt./1st Sgt and Adjutant) will be elected for a period of two years (starting in January) and they will in turn appoint their NCOs (2nd Sgt., Corporals and Chaplain).

8.  Safety is an important part of our hobby.  Bayonets must remain sheathed while in ranks unless otherwise ordered.  Ramrods will never be pulled in ranks except for purposes of arms inspection.  Pistols and knives may be carried at some events, but only at command discretion and subject to the specific event rules.  Muzzle discipline is expected at all times, and will be enforced.

9.  No illegal drugs, period!  No visible alcoholic beverages (must be concealed in a period cup).  No underage drinking.

10.  The company is not responsible for accidents and/or theft.  Unit insurance is available through the Valley Division, subject to timely payment of appropriate annual dues.  Members are responsible for their personal health insurance.

11.  New members are granted a period of time (generally defined as 18 months) to purchase the arms and equipment required for reenacting.  The company has a limited quantity of equipment that can be loaned.  New recruits are encouraged to ask current members about the appropriate equipment to purchase.

12.  In general, the unit participates in events within a 150 miles radius of Western North Carolina, with participation in more distant events to be approved by a vote of the membership.

13.  Amendment of these rules requires a vote of 2/3 of unit members.  Each member has one vote.
